Our Team Priorities


(what you told us we need to concentrate our efforts on)��1.  Tackle the issue of graffiti in Mildenhall town. IP28. This priority was set on 21st October 2010 - The Mildenhall Safer Neighbourhood Team is working with Forest Heath District Council, Mildenhall Town Council and The Crime Prevention Panel in an effort to remove instances of graffiti that have recently appeared around the town . We recently secured funding from a number of partners which was used to employ a specialist company to clean and remove graffiti at 28 different locations around the town. Grafiti around the skate park and St John’s Heath was also removed. We have launched a “Name That Tag” initiative whereby members of the public can receive a reward for any information that leads to a prosecution of offenders.


�2. Address parking issues in Mildenhall town centre (IP28 7EA). This priority was set on Wednesday 24th November 2010 – The Mildenhall Safer Neighbourhood Team continue to robustly enforce the parking regulations  within Mildenhall Town by means of a combination of education and enforcement. At the recent Community Panel meeting it was agreed to retain this priority until the new Sainsbury development was fully established. The store opened on 2nd March 2011 and there has already been a marked improvement in the parking situation in the town. Some of the yellow lining has been renewed within the area of the new development and County Council Highways Department will be completing further similar works at key areas in the town over the coming months


�3. Speeding Vehicles along Bury Road, Kingsway and Queensway – Mildenhall. 


At the Community Panel meeting on 23rd February 2011, this priority was adopted at the request of panel members. Mildenhall SNT will initially monitor the speeds of vehicles using these roads to ascertain the extent aned times that vehicles are exceeding the speed limit. Following this, Officers from Mildenhall SNT, assisted by the Roads Policing Unit will conduct enforcement speed check and prosecute offenders.

Of interest to the Parish: -





Burglary – Other Building  - An unoccupied house on Heatherset Way was broken into sometime between 18:00 hours Friday 15/04/2011 and 09:00 hours Saturday 16/04/2011. A small quantity of copper piping appears to have been taken.





Criminal Damage – Other – Under £5000 – At the Sports Pavilion off Hundred Acre Way a floodlight adjacent to the MUGA has been damaged. It is not known precisely when this damage has occurred, but sometime over the last four weeks.
