Of interest to the Parish: -

Between 12:00pm on Tuesday 10/01/2012 and 10.00am on Wednesday 11/01/2012, the allotment compound off Aspen Way was entered and at least eleven sheds broken into. Once again it appears that very little has been taken but damage has obviously been caused to locks and shed doorframes. House-to-house enquiries unfortunately proved negative. The Chair of the Allotment Committee has been passed Crime Reduction literature relating to shed security and plot holders are urged to purchased low-cost shed alarms, which can be purchased via Mildenhall SNT Officers. Between Monday 16/01/2012 and Wednesday 18/01/2012, a number of mountain bikes have been stolen from various locations on the Kings Warren estate. Gents and ladies mountain bikes have been taken from the rear communal parking area to a property in Juniper Road. A mans mountain bike has also been taken from the back garden to a property in Cherry Court. An insecure garage in Orchid Drive has also been entered and various power tools, a lawn mower, a strimmer, a child’s travel system, a child’s electric John Deer Green ‘Gator’ Truck and four family mountain bikes removed. A man’s mountain bike was also taken from a communal garage in Pippin Court but later recovered. Police have since recovered one of the bikes taken from Juniper Road.
