Of interest to the Parish: -

Police are appealing for information following a robbery at a cafe in Red Lodge in the early hours of this morning, Saturday 17 December.
At around 2.30am five men wearing balaclavas entered the Red Lodge Cafe on Turnpike Road armed with metal bars. One of the men threatened a member of staff and demanded cash from the till and safe.
The men left with cash, a handbag and charity boxes, driving off in a small white 4x4 towards Newmarket on the A11.A burnt-out car was later found in a field in Chippenham, Cambridgeshire.
Police want to speak to anyone who may have seen the 4x4 in the area before or after the robbery occurred, or anyone else with any information about this incident.

Between 3.00pm on Thursday 01/12/2011 and 10.00am on Friday 02/12/2011 the allotment compound off Aspen Way was entered and at least seven sheds broken into. At this stage it is known that various small items of equipment were taken and damage caused to locks and shed doorframes. Scenes of Crime Officers have attended and it is hopeful that some form of forensic evidence may be recovered. House-to house enquiries have been conducted and appeals will appear in the local press.
